Terms of Reference
(Environment Expert for Jamrani Dam Multipurpose Project, Nainital)

1. Introduction

Jamrani Multipurpose Project, proposed on the Gola River, 10 km upstream of Kathgodam in the Nainital
district of Uttarakhand, is primarily intended to provide irrigation facilities to the Bhabar region of Nainital district,
the Tarai region of Udham Singh Nagar district, and some areas of the Bareilly and Rampur districts within the
Gangetic region of Uttar Pradesh, as well as to provide drinking water to the city of Haldwani and its surrounding
areas.

The project involves construction of a 150.6 m high concrete gravity dam resulting in a reservoir stretching

addition to the main dam a network of canals shall also be constructed to provide additional irrigation in 57065 ha
spanning in two districts each of Uttarakhand & UP.

The construction of the dam will also help in solving the growing drinking water problem of Haldwani city

and Bhabar region. For this, drinking water provision has been made based on the projected population of 10.65
lakh in the year 2051 at 42.70 MCM (117 MLD)

2. Project Approvals

3. Objectives for the Assignment

i.  To implement and execute all environmental works and activities as proposed in the Environmental
Impact Assessment (EIA) and Environmental hManagement Pian (EMP). , ,
ii. - To ensure compliance with the conditions stipulated in various statutory approvals, including Stage-I and

Stage-ll Forest Clearance, Environmental Clearance, Wildlife/NTCA Clearance, and other applicable
approvals.

4. Scope of Work

The roles and responsibilities of the Environmental Expert shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

i Implementation of activities proposed in the EIA/EMP prepared for addressing the environmental aspects
of the project.

ii. Execution of activities outlined in the Wildlife Management Plan and Tiger Corridor Management Plan.

iil. Implementation of activities specified in the Fisheries Management Plan.

iv. Ensuring compliance with conditions stipulated under Forest Clearance (Stage-l & Stagg-l[),
Environmental Clearance, and Wildlife/NTCA Clearance, and submission of compliance reports within
the prescribed timelines.

Execution and coordination of various environmental-related activities, including monitoring, testing, and
documentation as required.

vi. Coordination with concerned departments, agencies, and contractors for site visits, meetings,
inspections, and related activities.

vii. Performance of any other duties or assignments as may be entrusted from time to time by the competent
authority.

5. Payment

The Environmental Expert shall be paid a consolidated monthly remuneration of INR 70,000/~ (Rupees
Seventy Thousand only) per month. The payment shall be made by the designated service provider of
PIU Jamrani. Statutory deductions such as Income Tax (IT), Employees’ Provident Fund (EPF),

Employees' State Insurance Corporation (ESIC), and any other applicable deductions shall be made as
per prevailing rules and regulations.

6. Period of Service

The appointment of the Environmental Expert shall be made initially for one year extendable for the

duration of the project or five (5) years whichever is earlier on satisfactorily rendering of services, unless
terminated earlier in accordance with the terms and conditions of engagement.

7. Termination
