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1. Project Background

(N Jamrani Dam Multipurpose Project (JDMP) envisages the construction of a dam across
the river Gola, a tributary of river Rarnganga in District Nainital, State of Uttarakhand. Being a
multipurpose project, the main components are as below.,

¢ Reservoir: This component comprises of construction of a 150.60 m high concrete
gravity dam to be constructed on Gola river at a location called Jamrani located about 10
Km upstream of Gola Barrage at Kathgodam.

» [Irrigation Canal Construction & Rehabilitation: This component includes
renovation/remodeling of 168.62 Km long irrigation canals and construction of 21.00
Km long new canals along with construction of 278.24 Xm long water courses.

* Drinking Water Supply: It comprises of providing 42.70 MCM drinking water to
Haldwani town for a prajected population of year 2051,

¢ Hydropower Generation (14 MW) and Transmission: The component comprises
generation of 63.4 MU hydropower at toe of dam and evacuation of the same by 9 Km
long 33 kV transmission lines to substation located at Ranibagh. Overhead double
circuit double pole transmission lines shall be laid from powerhouse to Ranibagh
substation. From Ranibagh substation, 7.0 Km long underground 33 kV transmission
cable shall be [aid till Kathgodam grid.

(2) Irrigation Department Uttarakhand has been entrusted with the responsibility of
execution of the project. In year 2010 Uttarakhand Project Development & Construction
Cotporation Ltd. was created by the Govt. of Uttarakhand (GoUK) to provide construction and
consultancy services in the field of Civil Engineering. UPDCC will act as Nodal Agency for the
project and coordinate with other departments responsible for various components of the project,

(3 Project Implementation Unit Jamrani (PIUJ) has been established under UPDCC for
planning and implementation of Reservoir and Irrigation component of the project. For
implementation of hydropower component under the project separate PIA under UJVNL has
been formed. The PIA under UTVNL will have a separate unit for transmission line component
involving officials from UPCL.

4) As per the project design, acquisition of private land will be required for various
components, which will be taken up by concerned PIU/PIA including implementation of
Resettlement & Rehabilitation for respective components. The GoUK has formulated this
specific R&R Policy for land acquisition and resettlement management to be implemented under
the proposed JDMP. The High-Powered Committee (HPC) is constituted for the project for
taking administrative and financial decisions shall have the authority for any modifications or
amendments aimed at betterment of policy provisions for affected persons.

2. Land Acquisition Requirement & Scope of Resettlement
Impact

(H During the project design appropriate engineering options have been considered to
minimize the land requirement for the project. Attempts are made to maximize the utilization of
available government land. However as per preliminary assessment, in addition to government
land owned by various departments some private land is also required. The summary of land
acquisition requirement and scope of resettlement impact for various components are presented
in Table 1.0.

{2)Based on the lype of land requirement and resettlement impact specific entitlements are proposed under this
policy as per the avaijlable legal framework.

3. Objectives of the Policy

This policy has been formulated to guide the land acquisition process and
determination of various entitlements including resettlement and rehabilitation of project
affected persons under various componerits proposed under the project. The policy iries to
address the issue of relocation of displaced persons and livelihood restoration dwring the
process of rehabilitation in consultation with the affected persons. Efforts are made to
minimize the hardships of resetilement process by providing adequate compensation and
assistance through proactive action from the executing agency. Separate resettlement
scheme for each component will be prepared based on the policy provisions outlined here.
This policy ensures that the affected families improve, or at least regain their previons
standard of living, earning capacity, production levels and restore their socio- cultural
status.

4. Legal Framework

This policy has been formulated primatily on the basis of “The Right to Fair Compensation aud
Traunsparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013" and reloted guidelines
adopted by Go UK.. Main features of appticable legal and policy fiamework are outlined below:
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and Resettlement Act, 2013.

(i) The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013 has been effective from January 1, 2014. The Go UK has adopted the Central Act and
formulated and notified related rules in 2015.

(ii) The aims and objectives of the Act include: (i) to ensure, in consuitation with institutions of local
seif-government and Gram Sabha’s established under the Constitution of India, a humane, participative,
informed and transparent process for land acquisition for industrialization, development of essential
infrastuctural facilities and urbanization with the least disturbance to the owners of the land and other
affected families; (ii) provide just and fair compensation to the affected families whose land has been acquired
or proposed to be acquired or are affected by such acquisition; (iii) make adequate provisions for such
affected persons for their rehabilitation and resettlement; (iv) ensure that the cumulative ouicome of
compulsory acquisition should be that affected persons become partners in development leading to an
improvement in their post-acquisition social and economic status and for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto.

(iii)  Section 107 & 108 of the Act empowers the state government to enact any pelicy to enhance or add to
the entitlements enumerated under the principal act which confers higher compensation than payable under
this Act or make provisions for rehabilitation and resettlement which is more beneficial than provided under
this Act. This policy confirms the above provision of the RFCTLARR Act in addition to proposed minimum
compensation based on a multiple of market value as per Schedule I and R&R entitlements as per Schedule II
of the Act.

4.2 The Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest
Rights) Act, 2006

()  This Act recognizes and vests forest rights and occupation on forest land in forest dwellings to scheduled
tribes and other traditional forest dwellers who have been residing in such forests for generations but whose
rights could not be recorded. The Act provides for a framework for recording the forest rights so vested and
the nature of evidence required for such recognition and vesting in respect of forest land.

(1) The Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Act, 2006 also known as
the Forest Rights Act recognizes the 'rights' of the forest dwellers (mainly scheduled tribes) to access and use
the forest and its resources by providing legal sanctity to that rights and also vests these forest dependent
communities with the responsibility to sustainably use, conserve and manage these forest resources and
contribute lowards strengthening the conservation of these vital natural resources.

4.3 The Van Panchayat Act, 1931.

(i)  Panchayat in the state of Uttarakhand is a unique system of Community Forest Management started in 1921,
where people are allowed not only to use the minor forest products but manage it in a sustainable way
through institution called “Van Panchayat” at Village Panchayat level. It was formally iegalized through the
Van Panchayat Act, 1931,

(i)  The major objective of Van Panchayat is to rejuvenate and manage paiches of protected forests for local nse;
il also prevents neighboring villages from intruding into this zone, once formally demarcated as a Van
Panchayat Forest. Protection of forest from fire, illicit felting and preventing damage to trees due to lopping
along with grazing is also the responsibility of Van Panchayats. Responsibilities of VPs are laid out in the
law to ensure that village forest land not to be diverted in any other utilization of forest produce to the best
advantage of village community.

(iii) A Van Panchayat is constituted with a committee of 9 members including the head called “Surpanch™. Its
functioning is administered by the Sub District Magistrate of revenue department. The maragement of
community forest is generally carried out by the van panchayat through watching the forest on rotational
basis or a guard is appointed and salary is paid by community confribution. Van panchayat also grants
permission for cutting grass, grazing and collection of fallen wood and charge fees with government
permission, Rights of extraction of resin, NTFPs and trees are also given to Van Panchayats on
recommendation of government. Tt also has right to award punishment or imposition of fine for violating the
rules. Besides, each Van Panchayat malkes its own rules and regulation as per needs and wisdom.

The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation
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4.4 Legal Framework for Transmission Lines

In the absence of specific legal or policy framework with regard to land acquisition/compensation for
33 kV distribution lines, it is proposed to lay distribution lines for power component of the project under the
ambit of Electricity Act, 2003. The provisions stipulated in section 67-68 of the Electricity Act, 2003 read
with section 10 & 16 of the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 governs the compensation. As per the provision of
Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 Section 10 b UPCL is not required to acquire any land. However, compensation
for all damages are paid to the individual land owner as per the provision of Section-10 d of Indian Telegraph
Act, 1885. The provisions in the Electricity Act, 2003 and Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 regarding
compensation for laying of transmission lines are as follows:

The Electricity Act, 2003, Part-Vlll, Section 67 & 68

Section 67 (3-5}):

(3) A ficensee shall, in exercise of any of the powers conferred by or under this section and the
rufes made thereunder, cause as little damage, detriment and inconvenience as may be, and
shalf make full compensation for any damage, detriment or inconvenience caused by him or by
any one employed by him.

{(4) Where any difference or dispute [including amount of compensation under sub-section (3)]
arises under this section, the matter shall be determined by the Appropriate Commission.

(5} The Appropriate Commission, while defermining any difference or dispute arising under this
section in addition to any compensation under sub-section (3), may impose a penalty not
exceeding the amount of compensation payable under that sub-section.

Section 68 (5 & 6):

{5) Where any tree standing or lying near an overhead line or where any structure or other
object which has been placed or has fallen near an overhead line subsequent fo the placing
of such line, interrupts or interferes with, or is likely to interrupt or interfere with, the conveyance
or transmission of electricity or to interrupt or interfere with, the conveyance or transmission of
electricity or the accessibility of any works, an Executive Magistrate or authority specified by the
Appropriate Governrment may, on the application of the licensee, cause the tree, structure or
object to be removed or otherwise dealt with as he or it thinks fit.

{6) When disposing of an application under sub-section (8), an Executive Magistrate or authority
specified under that sub-section shall, in the case of any tree in existence before the placing of
the overhead line, award fo the person interested in the tree such compensation as he
thinks reasonable, and such person may recover the same from the licensee.

Explanation. - For purposes of this section, the expression “tree” shall be deemed to include
any shrub, hedge, jungle growth or other plant.
The Indian Telegraph Act, 1885, Part-lll, Section 10

Section 10 — The telegraph authorify may, from time to time, place and maintain a telegraph line

under, over, along, or across, and posts in or upon any immovable property, Provided that

a) the telegraph authority shall not exercise the powers conferred by this section except for the
purposes of a telegraph established or maintained by the [Central Government], or fo be so
established or maintained;

b) the [Central Government] shall not acquire any right other than that of user only in the property

(1) If the exercise of the powers mentioned in Section 10 in respect of property referred fo in
clause (d) of that section is resisted or obstructed, the District Magistrate ma y, in his discretion,
order that the telegraph authority shall be permitted to exercise them.

(2) If, after the making of an order under sub section (1), any person resists the exercise of those
powers, or, having control over the property, does not give all facilities for this being exercised,
he shall be deemed to have commiited an offence under section 188 of the Indian Penal Code
(45 of 1860).

/7604572022 The specific policy principles and procedures to be followed under the JOMP with regards to
compensation and R&R entitlements will be the following:

(i) Secreen the project early on to identify past, present, and future involuntary resettlement impacts and
risks. Determine the scope of resettlement planning through a survey andfor census of displaced
persons, specifically related to resettlement impacts and risks.

{if) Carry out meaningfiul consultations with affected persons, host conununities, and concerned
nongovernment organizations. Tnform all displaced persons of their entitlements and resettlement
options. Ensure their participation in planning, implementation, and monitoring and evaluation of
resettlement programs. Pay particular attention to the needs of vulnerable groups, especially those
below the poverty line, the landless, the elderly, women and children, and Indigenous Peoples, and
those without legal title to land, and ensure their participation in consultations. Support the social and
cultural institutions of displaced persons and their host population. Where involuntary resettlement
impacts and risks are highly complex and sensitive, compensation and resettiement decisions should
be preceded by a social preparation phase.

{iii) Improve, or at least restore, the livelihoods of all displaced and affected persons through; (a)
land-based resettlement strategies when affected livelihoods are land-based where possible or
cash compensation at replacement cost for land when the loss of land does not undermine
livelihoods, (b) prompt replacement of assets with access to assets of equal or higher value, {¢)
prompt compensation at full replacement cost for assets that cannot be restored, and (d)
additional revenues and services through benefit-sharing schemes where possible.

(iv)  Provide project affected persons with needed assistance, including the following:

{(a) if there is relocation, secured tenure to relocation land, better housing at resettlement sites
with comparable access to employment and production opportunities, integration of resettled
persons economically and socially into their host communities, and extension of project benefits
to host communities, (b) transitional support and development assistance, such as land
development, credit facilities, training; and (c) civie infrastructure and community services, as
required.

{v) Give special attention to vulnerable groups which include affected family belonging to below
poverty line (BPL card holders or certified by revenue authorities), landless family, family
headed by elderly (sole income earner), family headed by women (primary income eamer),
orphans, physically handicapped, SC/ST family and those without legal title to land
(leaseholders/tenants/sharecroppers and other non-title holders) by providing additional
assistance for their uplifiment to at least national minimum standards.

(vi)  Develop procedures in a transparent, consistent, and equitable manner if land acquisition is through
negotiated settlement to ensure that those people who enter into negotiated settlements will maintain
the same or better income and livelihood status.

(vii)  Ensure that displaced persons without titles to land or any recognizable legal rights to land are
eligible for resettlement assistance and compensation for loss of non-land assets.

(viii} Prepare R&R scheme elaborating on the entitlements of affected persons, the income and
livelihood restoration strategy, institutional arrangements, monitoring and reporting framework,
budget, and time-bound implementation schedule,

{(ix)  Disclose draft and final R&R scheme, including documentation of the consultation process h a
timely manner, in an accessible place and a form and language(s) understandable to displaced
persons and other stakeholders,

{x) Conceive and execute involuntary resettlement as part of a development project or program. Include
the full costs of resettlement in the presentation of project’s costs and benefits. For a project with
significant involuntary resettlement impacts, consider implementing the involuntary resettlement
component of the project as a stand-alone operation.

(xi)  Pay compensation and provide other resettlement entitlements before displacement. Implement
the R&R scheme under close supervision throughout project implementation.

{Xii)  Monitor and assess resettlement outcomes, their impacts on the standard of living of affected
persons and disclosure of monitoring reports.

(xiii} No permanent land acquisition will be applied for transmission line. Transmission line alignment
will completely avoid impact to any kind of structure/buildings. Construction of lines shall
follow existing roads {wherever existing) and other places. Construction shall be planned during
the off-crop season and in case of unavoidable impacts the losses will be compensated.
Assessment of compensation for loss of crop and trees will be done by the UPCL, with the help
from revenue department and horticulture/forest department as appropriate. Provide
compensation prior to construction of transmission lines for temporary impacts.
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{xiv) The cut-off date for eligibility for compensation and assistance in case of titleholders will be the

Project Entitlements
On the basis of above legal framework and policy analysis this R&R policy has outlined different

project entitlements keeping in view the type of land acquisition and resettlement impacts for different
components of the project. The unit of entitlement under this policy will be the “affected family” as defined in
RFCTLARR Act. Separate entitlement matrix for each component is presented below.

5.1 Entitlement Matrix for Dam & Reservoir Component
(i) The Dam & Reservoir component will cause loss of land for all affected persons including physical
displacement of some of them. Based on the assessment of land loss, majority of landholders have a
landholding of less than | acre. Approximately 25 percent landholders are being physically displaced
due to the proposed land acquisition under this component. The RFCTLARR prescribes land for land
loss in case of irrigation projects to affected landless/marginal farmer as far as possible. In this project
context due to limited land availability and keeping in view the quantum of physical displacement the
affected persons are categorized into various categories and offered specific entitlements, During
preparation of this project specific R&R policy all stakeholders including affected communities
are also consulted and their views are incorporated. The detailed description of various
categories are presented in Table 2 below.

5.5  The following provisions of Section 41 and 42 of the Right to Fair Compensation and

Transparency in land acquisition, Rehabilitation and resettlement Act, 2013 will be applicable
in respect of members of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes affected by displacement-

41. Special provisions for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.-

{1} As far as possible, no acquisition of land shall be made in the Scheduled Areas.

{2) Where such acquisition does take place it shall be done only as a demonstrable last resort.

£3) In case of acquisition or alienation of any land in the Scheduied Areas, the prior consent of the concerned Gram
Sabha or the Panchayats or the autonomous District Councils, at the appropriate level in Scheduled Areas under the
Fifth Schedule to the Constitution, as the case may be, shall be obtained, in all cases of land acquisition in such
areas, including acquisition in case of urgency, before issue of a notification under this Act, or any other Central
Act or a State Act for the time being in force:

Provided that the consent of the Panchayats or the Autonomous Districts Councils shall be obtained in cases
where the Gram Sabha does not exist or has not been constituted.

{ 4 In case of a project involving land acquisition on behalf of a Requiring Body which involves involuntary
displacement of the Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes families, a Development Plan shall be prepared, in
such form as may be prescribed, laying down the details of procedure for settling land rights due, but not scttled and
restoring titles of the Scheduled Tribes as well as the Scheduled Castes on the alienated land by undertaking a
special drive together with land acquisition.

(5) The Development Pian shall also contain a programme for development of alternate fuel, fodder and non-timber
forest produce resources on non-forest lands within a period of five years, sufficient to meet the requirements of
tribal communities as well as the Scheduled Castes.

{6) In case of land being acquired from members of the Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, at least one-third
of the compensation amount due shall be paid to the affected families initially as first instalment and the rest shall
be paid after taking over of the possession of the land.

{7) The resettlement areas predominantly inhabited by the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes shall get
land, to such extent as may be decided by the appropriatc Government free of cost for community and social
gatherings.

(8) Any alienation of tribal lands or lands belonging to members of the Scheduled Castes in disregard of the laws
and regulations for the time being in force shall be treated as null and void, and in the case of acquisition of such
lands, the rehabilitation and resettlement benefits shall be made available to the original tribal land owners or land
owners belonging to the Scheduled Castes.

{9) The affected Scheduled Tribes, other traditional forest dwellers and the Scheduled Castes having fishing rights
in a river or pond or dam in the affected area shall be given fishing rights in the reservoir area of the trrigation or
hydel projects.

(70) Where the affected families belonging to the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes are relocated outside
of the district, then, they shall be paid an additional twenty-five per cent. rehabilitation and resettlement benefits to
which they are entitled in monetary terms along with a onetime entitlement of fifty thousand upees.

42. Reservation and other benefits,~

(1) All benefits, including the reservation benefits available (o the Scheduled Tribes and the Scheduled Castes in the
affected areas shall continue in the resettlement area.

(2) Whenever the affected families belonging to the Scheduled Tribes who are residing in the Scheduled Areas
referred to in the Fifth Schedule or the tribal areas referred to in the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution are reiocated
outside those areas, than, all the statutory safeguards, entitlements and benefits being enjoyed by them under this
Act shall be extended to the arca to which they are resettled regardless of whether the resettlement area is a
Scheduled Arca referred to in the said Fifth Schedule, or a tribal area referred to in the said Sixth Schedule, or not.

{3) Where the community rights have been settled under the provisions of the Scheduled Tribes and Other
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 0f2007), the same shall be quantified in
monetary amount and be paid to the individual concerned who has been displaced due to the acquisition of land in
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6.  Public Consultation and Participation

(i) The government has already engaged in consultation with various stakeholders including project-affected
persons since project preparation and various slages of assessment process. The SIA report has been
disscminated among the affected persons through o formal public hearing process. A project coordination
committee (PCC) headed by Commissiener Kumaun has been formed having representation from State
Governinent, UID, Distriet administration in October 2020. In subsequent meetings of the PCC two
representatives from each of the six affected villages hiave also been included as a part of formal process.

(i) UPDCC and respective PIU’s will be engaged in continuous consultation with various stakeholders. Each
PIU will formally designate one person for coordinating with affected persons and details of such officials
shall be disclesed in the project aren. Project related information will be available at all PIU’s and the
same will be accessible to the affected persons. All updated information related to (he project will be
uploaded in tlie project website http://www.jamranidam.com.

(iii) In addition to the consultation process suggested above the formal consultative mechanism prescribed in
RFCTLARR Act will be functional during land acquisition process.

7. Implementation Arrangement

(i) UPDCC will be the nodal agency for PIU Jamrani and PIA UTVNL. UPDCC will also function as Project
Management Unit (PMU) for overall coordination of the project. The UPDCC will have representatives
from other implementing agencies like UT'VNL & UPCL. A social unit may be considered at the UPDCC
level with a focal person to coordinate with all PIUs for land aequisition & R&R matters.

(iy For praject execution two different PIU/PIA have been established which will report to UPDCC. Project
Implementation Unit Jamrani (PTUJ) has been established under UPDCC for planning and implementation
of Reservoir and Irrigation compenent of the project while for the hydropower component PIA UJVNL
has been formed. The PIA under UJVNL will have a separate unit for transmission line component
involving officials from UPCL. The PIUJ will have one full-time Social Safeguard Expert with the
required support staff to assist in implementing land acquisition and R&R activities under the project.
Other PIUs will have full-time social experts or designated coordinating staff for land acquisition and
R&R activities.

(iif) As per requirements of RFCTLARR Act various iustitulions will be set up by the State povernment. The
Additional District Magistrate Nainital has been appointed as Administrator for R&R as per Section 43(1)
of the Act. Commissioner Kumaun has been appointed as Commissioner for R&R as per Section 44(1) of
the Acl.

8. Monitoring & Evaluation

(i) As per the requirement of RFCTLARR Act a state monitoring commitice for rehabilitation and
resettlement has been already established for review and monitoring the implementation of rebabilitation
and resettlement schemes and plans.

(if) The project will ensure contintious monitoring and supervision of R&R scheme to be prepared under its
various components. As per Section 45(1) of RFCTLARR Act Rehabilitation & Rescttlement Committee
untder the Chairmanship of Collector will be formed to monitor and review the implementation of
R&R plan.

(iii) The PIUs will submit quarterly resettlement implementation and monitoring progress reports to UPDCC for
review and record.

9. Decision Power of High Power Committee

After the implementation of this Policy, it shall be under the authority of High Powered Comnmitres (H.B.CH
constituted by government for Jamrani Dam Multipurpose Project, to redress problems related to functioning of this
Policy or decide on matters regarding affected families which are not covered under this Policy.
